The Saratoga Town Board met at 6:00 p.m. in the town office.  Chairman Rickaby called the 
meeting to order.  Passineau was absent.  The meeting was officially noticed.

Phillip Mlsna, 5821 Pine Ridge Trail, was concerned about the speed limit on the road.  The 
speed limit now is 55 mph.  The Town is only allowed to lower the speed by 10 mph.  A study 
by the State would have to be done to get the speed any lower.  The resident requested the 
Board to not worry about the speed if they can’t get it any lower. 
 

Brian Hamm and Rob Borski have been doing monitoring of the 7 mile and 10 mile creeks for 
about 2 years.  They are testing water flow speed, water levels, and chemical levels.  They were 
awarded a grant from the DNR last year for the testing that they are doing.  All their 
information collected is also shared with the DNR.  
 
Forbes made a motion to approve the Certified Survey Map for Kevin Powell.  Frank seconded 
it.  Motion passed. 
  
Lorelei Fuehrer gave the building inspector’s report.  More portable signs are showing up in 
the Town.  She will check on those signs.
